SCHOOL POLICY


HOURS OF THE FACILITY


The school is open from 7:30 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.  Please check the school calendar for vacations or early closures.  A fee of  $2.00 per minute will be charged for children picked up after 6:00 p.m., or  after indicated early dismissal times on the school calendar.  Children dropped off before, or picked up after the program for which they are enrolled, will be charged $2.00 hr. in 1/4hr. increments.  Please write in the time your child is dropped off and picked up each day on the sign in sheet.

TUITION


The monthly tuition rates are based upon an annual tuition of $7,200. (5 full days), and this amount is divided into 12 equal payments.  This method makes it easy for everyone by having the same cost each month - easy to remember.  As this is an annual fee it does include national holidays, snow days, in-service days, winter and spring breaks.


Tuition is due by the fifth of each month. Tuition fees not in by the fifth of the month will result in a late fee of $5.00 per day for every day after the fifth - unless other arrangements had been made in advance. No statements will be sent out unless the charges are different from the standard tuition fees.  Checks or money orders may be left in the payment box.  Cash must be given to a teacher, and a receipt will be issued to you.  Delinquent, or overdue tuition is the responsibility of all parents or guardians, or family members making payments on that childs’ account.  No receipts will be given out unless specifically requested.


Only single payments will be accepted, divorced/separated parents will need to work out arrangements between themselves to provide the school with a single payment each month.

CHILD’S RELEASE


No child will be released to anyone other than a parent, or person whose name appears on the child release form, unless other arrangements have been made by the parents stating the name of the person to whom the child will be released.  This person will need to present a picture identification at the time of pick up.  Parents should inform staff in advance, and leave a signed note of permission when someone else will be picking up their child.

DRESS


Please dress your child appropriately for outside play.  Except in extreme weather conditions, the children will go outside every day.  During the wet weather season “outside footwear” will be required for your child to wear outside.  Ideally, a pair of rubber boots which can be left at the school is the easiest.  Please, no flip flops in school, they are hard to run in and can easily cause your child to fall and get hurt.  Jewelry  should be kept at home - it can be distracting to your childs’ work, and it can easily break. Please provide the school with a complete change of clothes, in case of  ‘accidents’.    

NAP TIME


All of the pre-schoolers will have a mat at nap time.  If your child wishes to bring a blanket for nap time, please make it a small one and it must be kept in a back pack, or other sealed container.  Blankets are to be taken home each Friday, laundered, and returned clean for the beginning of the next week.  One small stuffed animal may also be brought for nap time if your child so desires but  this must also be able to fit inside the backpack.  Nap time will be between 1:30 p.m. and 2:45 p.m.  During this time the children may listen to story tapes and music.

SNACKS AND LUNCHES


The school will provide a nutritious morning, and afternoon snack.  There will also be a voluntary snack sign up sheet posted on the bulletin board for parents who would like to provide the snack.  


To help the teachers spend more time with your children and less time in the kitchen please try to send a cold lunch whenever possible.  Foods that need warming in the microwave should not need more than 2 minutes in the microwave, and such foods should be in a microwave proof container with a lid.  Please no TV or frozen dinners, nor Ramen Noodles.

Please include in your childs’ lunch box a cloth placemat, or napkin, this will serve as an eating surface for your child, and it makes taking trash to the garbage can a cinch!  A frozen ice pack preserves perishables in the lunch box, but if there are any items that need to be refrigerated please write your childs’ name on them before placing them in the refrigerator.  Also, do let your child know that part of his lunch is in the refrigerator, that way he may be responsible for getting it at lunch time.

ILLNESS AND MEDICATION


Children with a contagious disease, a temperature of 100 degrees or higher, severe vomiting, or severe diarrhea should not be sent to school.  A child present at school who has a temperature of 100 degrees or higher will need to be picked up from school as soon as possible.  Medication will only be administered when  the school has been given a medication record and consent form signed by the parent.  Any children with head lice and/or nits will be sent home immediately, and may not return until they are totally lice and nit free.

OBSERVING


Five Mile Montessori does have an open door policy, meaning that we do allow observers in the classroom.  However; there are some guidelines that we ask be followed.  





1.  We do like advance notice for observing, to be sure we don’t have a field trip, or other special event planned for that day.





2.  We ask that the observer be as discreet as possible.  The children will naturally want to chat with you, but please do not encourage lengthy conversations with the children.


We want your time observing to be as educational as possible, and if these guidelines are followed it should be informative for you , and non-disruptive for us!

BIRTHDAYS


We will celebrate your childs’ birthday at school in a low-key fashion.  You may wish to bring in a special snack, i.e. cookies or cupcakes.  It is also nice to bring in one photograph for each year of your childs’ life, so that we can do a time line.  The photographs will be kept in your childs’ take home box and returned to you that same day. Birthday party invitations are not to be given out at school unless the entire class is invited.  Otherwise, please mail the invitations, or call the parents at home.  A class list will be provided.

MISCELLANEOUS


 We will have two show and tell sessions a month, and these will begin in October.  Please check the bulletin board for themes and dates. 


 Snow day policy is if Boise public schools close, then we will also be closed.  School closures are listed on most local TV stations, starting at around 5:00am. 


We are proud to be a ‘non-weapon’ school, and thus we do not allow any toy guns, or other weaponry into the school.



Please contact us when your child needs extra attention, or if you feel your child has a problem at school.  We will make every effort in assisting him with his anxieties.
